Language Arts: Mrs. Christine will be teaching the
language room. The children will be introduced to
Taffy Apple this week. He is a loveable dog featured
in our reading stories. Pictures that highlight the
school environment will help the children to become
better acquainted with their school surroundings. In
addition to many flannel board stories and books,
Mrs. Christine will teach the children a new song
entitled “Friends Are Special”. Some fun getting
acquainted games and songs will help make our first
week so enjoyable. As always, our school rules will
be reinforced during the first few weeks of school.

Concept: This week Mrs. Barb’s class
will focus on establishing some basic
classroom routines and have some
“hands on” fun. We will begin each day
with our calendar and weather chart and
counting activities. She will introduce
sorting, matching and classification
games featuring the colors red and blue.
A “hands on” experience in tactile dis-
crimination will give the children an op-
portunity to guess what is inside the
Mystery Bag. Mrs. Barb will graph the
students eye and hair color.
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Motor: In motor class the children will be introduced to the outdoor equipment and rules. Our
class will start each day with exercises using our Let’s Get Moving activity mats and throwing
red and blue bean bags into hoops and jumping from red to blue. Ms. Sam is also responsible
for taking the children to the bathroom and reinforcing proper bathroom etiquette. The book
“Germs Are Not For Sharing”, which points out the importance of proper hand washing skills
will be read to the children. Please note—gym shoes are preferred footwear for the classroom.

Craft and Writing: Ms. Hollie will keep the children busy with a red apple craft and a Taffy
Apple coloring sheet. Our colors for the week are red and blue. As additional reinforcement,
the children will be working with different art mediums; paper, watercolor and crayons that
will feature both colors. Save room on your refrigerator for our beautiful creations.
