We will also play a game to help us learn the meaning of on, 
in, under, next to, and between.  Also, the concept of “how full” things are will be introduced.  Three 
containers with different levels will be shown and we will discuss which one is the fullest. We are also 
working hard on learning place value. 
 
Craft & Writing:  Over the next two weeks we will introduce our last letters Yy and Zz and our new shapes 
heart and hexagon. Mrs. Tiffany will also be reviewing all concepts introduced throughout the year.  Our 
thinking skills will also be put to the test while we work on differentiating between same and different.  
We will also be working on rhyming words while reinforcing our fine motor skills.  Mrs. Tiffany will also be 
continuing to work with the children on name printing.  Please remember when working with your 
children at home that only the first letter of their name is capitalized.
