Welcome to the farm! The 
Juniors will be learning 
about the purpose of a 
farm, as well as which 
plants and animals they 
may see on a farm. We will 
be singing an old favorite, 
Old MacDonald Had a 
Farm. Finger plays and 
flannel board stories               
include: In the Barnyard, 
Pigs on the Farm, and A 
Little Seed. In addition to 
farm fun, we will be               
reviewing what we have 
learned so far this year, 
with focus on phonics and 
our reading stories. In 
addition, holiday books, 
poems, and fingerplays will 
be enjoyed.  

Concept: Farm animals will 
fill our estimation jar and 
sand table. The children 
have been doing a great 

job estimating, and will 
have no problem as pigs, 
cows, and horses fill our 
jar. When exploring the 
sand table, the children 
will be using mini rakes. 
We will be learning about 
several different farm 
animals, the sounds they 
make, and the names of 
baby farm animals. The 
children will discover that 
mammals primarily take 
over the farm. In                   
addition, holiday games 
and shelf jobs will be               
added to the room.  

Motor:  

The children will be                
flapping their wings to 
participate in the chicken 
dance. Outdoors, we will 
be running, jumping, and 
playing!  

Craft and Writing:              

Look for Easter and farm 
animals art work to be 
coming home! The            
children will use a variety 
of art materials while 
learning about the farm. 
We’ll also have several 
review papers to help us 
learn the letters Ss and 
Tt.
