Language Arts
This week we will review the letters A-J. Our work will continue with our "Build A Word" game, and
the children will also enjoy playing the "Build A Sentence" game, in which we make sentences using
sight words and word families. The children will be introduced to the concept of compound words this
week as well. We will learn that a compound word is two words that are combined to create a new
word, such as rainbow. Since compound words can often be confused with two-syllable words, we'll
spend some time learning how to tell the difference between the two. We will learn about the "ap"
word family and practice spelling those words. The class will also begin an exciting, new, three-week
unit of study on safety. We'll start by learning about firefighters and will take a virtual visit to the Fire
Station. We will discuss firefighters' important role in our community and what it is like to be a
firefighter. We will also practice stop, drop and roll and stay low and go.

Math / Science
Our review of the numbers 1-20 continues. We will spend a lot of time counting, comparing numbers,
and identifying the missing number in a number sequence pattern. As the fall season approaches, we
will begin discussing the changes we see around us. We will continue to learn about the state of
lllinois and what it is known for. We will close out the week using our geoboards to assist us with our
understanding of rows, columns, and ordinal numbers.
