Craft & Writing:
The children will be working on tracing and printing the letters Qq and Rr along with some following directions
papers to reinforce our new shapes star and pentagon. We will continue to work on printing our names and our
cutting skills. Keep a look out for some fun Christmas art projects.

Concept:
In Concept time, the shapes star and pentagon will be introduced as well as shelf jobs to reinforce the new
shapes and the letters Qq and Rr. We will also be working on seration and matching activities to reinforce our
theme. Along with the new introductions, new jobs will be added to the shelves.

The children will be doing an obstacle course with hula-hoops, jump ropes and the tunnel, the children will also
practice going up and down stairs and we will be using the Let’s Get Moving activity mats.
