Language Arts: For the next two weeks we will have fun with flannel board

The children will continue to go over Aa and our
A'is for Amos song. We will introduce the colors green and yellow, 1 and 2,and
review all that has been introduced. We'll learn a new listening activity about a

mouse and a clock using our rhythm sticks.

Motor: We will continue to go outside, play our following direction game, use
our push toys, and an obstacle course. We'll have fun playing a tossing game
using different sized balls and buckets.

Concept: This week we will play review games to reinforce concepts and learn
the colors and add yellow and green and 1 & 2.
